Shimin in respect of the lady on probation in your praesidium, if the officers of the
praesidium feel she is not ready or fit to take her promise then in no circumstances
should this be allowed. Maybe auxiliary membership would be more appropriate for her
at this point with her current health problems.

In respect of the second person who criticized the Spiritual Director when stopped from
making an accusation against another legionary and who seems emotionally unwell. In
this situation two officers should arrange to meet her and suggest she undertakes



auxiliary membership. She should not be permitted to continue in active Legion
membership. The officers need to be courageous and pray to Our Lady before meeting
her. This is a very serious matter. Try to avoid using the Spiritual Director if possible.

There was a similiar situation in one of our praesidiums and two officers were assigned
to meet the person and explain why they could not remain in the Legion as an active
member. It is not easy, but it needs to be done.

Remember to pray and ask the Holy Spirit through Mary for help and strength in this
situation.
